Lilleshall Weekend

Apparently, the weather down south was glorious the last weekend. Not
so at Lilleshall. Saturday it was blowing a gale, and Sunday it decided to
soak us to the skin. The event? The National Tournament Committee’s
Premier Event. On the first day, a 70m round — this is 72 arrows at 70m,
and the ranking round used to seed archers for the afternoon’s head to
head matches. On the second day, archers are put into teams of three
according to their scores from the previous day, and another 70m round
is shot. Then there is the team round — the fun bit! This format has been
used for the weekend for a number of years, and usually attracts some
big names, but this year, most of the top archers were at the 4™ World
Cup, winning medals for Archery GB. However, most of the Beijing
Paralympic Team were present, mixing in with the rest of us.

Next year, the format changes — there will be notices on the GNAS
website (www.gnas.org) and in Archery UK. However, | am able to say
that archers will be able to enter in teams of four (if you don’t have
anyone to enter with, the organisers can sort you out into a team), and
you’ll shoot the Saturday together as a team. There will be a 70m round
followed by the team eliminations, and then a full FITA (90/70, 70/60, 50
and 30m) on the next day. Will the Bowmen of Harrow be able to field a
creditable team??
